The DAC is committed to continuing to work with the CDCP on its evolution. We want to remind providers that they will have the choice to accept payment from the CDCP or, if they see fit, to balance bill their patients accordingly. We acknowledge that this is an individual choice based on their own practice circumstances and encourage them to do what's best for them and their patients.
As the CDCP progresses, The DAC warmly welcomes the next phase of its rollout. Oral health providers have now received more specific details and are preparing to sign up to participate in the plan.
